THE WORD OF GOD AND OUR CHILDREN

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. [St John 1:1].  In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. [Genesis 1:1].  This Word of God is our Lord Jesus Christ.  And the earth was without form and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep.  And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters.  And GOD said, Let there be light: and there was light [Genesis 1:2-3].

In the beginning of your problem the Word of God was there.  The Word was there to help you through your problem with your children: to show you how to bring them up, and if you make a mess of it, how to put things back in the right place.
Train up a child in the way he should go: and when he is old he will not depart from it. [Proverbs 22:6.  Read also Proverbs 22:15; 13:24; 19:18; 23:13-14; 29:17].  The Hebrew word for “train” means to “dedicate”.   Thus, Christian training has as its purpose the dedication of our children to GOD and his will, accomplished by separating them from the evil influences of the world, and by instructing them in godly conduct.  The same root word can mean, “to cultivate a taste for”.  Parents must encourage their children to seek GOD for themselves, and thus enjoy genuine spiritual experiences they will never forget. “He will not depart from it”: The general principle is that a properly trained child will not depart from the godly ways taught by his/her parents.  However, this is not an absolute guarantee that all children of God-fearing parents will remain true to GOD and his Word.  When living in an evil society where many of GOD’S people are themselves unfaithful, the children of godly parents can be influenced to sin and to give in to temptation where GOD speaks of an apostasy so great that even righteous men like Noah, Daniel, and Job could not save their own sons or daughters.  Judah’s moral climate had become so sinful that the righteous prayers of Noah, Daniel, and Job, would not have been sufficient to save even their own children.  Believers must be very careful about the social and educational environment in which they place their children.  It may become so ungodly that neither our righteous living nor our fervent prayers will be enough to bring them to accept Christ as their Lord and Saviour.
I WILL SAVE THY CHILDREN

GOD says, I will save thy children: But thus saith the Lord, even the captives of the mighty shall be taken away, and the prey of the terrible shall be delivered: for I will contend with him that contendeth with thee, and I will save thy children. [Isaiah 49:25].  Ah Lord God! Behold, thou hast made the heaven and the earth by thy great power and stretched out arm, and there is nothing too hard for thee.  Behold, I am the LORD, the God of all flesh: is there anything too hard for me? [Jeremiah 32:17, 27].
With the Babylonians at the city walls, the future looked bleak; yet GOD assured Jeremiah that through His power the people would be restored to the land.  GOD’S Word promises a blessed future for all believers in Christ.  We can depend on His Word, even though we may not know the specific manner in which it will be accomplished.   And brought them out, and said: Sirs , what must I do to be saved? And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved and thy house. [Acts 16:30-31].  What must I do to be saved?  What must I do to get my children saved?  I believe that even though our children may have gone 
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astray, because of our sins, or the sins of our children, the Word of God says: If my people, which are called by my name will humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways, then will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sins, and will heal their land. [1 Chronicles 7:14]. 
And he said: A certain man had two sons; And the younger of them said to his father: Father, give me the portion of goods that falleth to me.  And he divided unto them his living.  And not many days after, the younger son gathered all together, and took his journey into a far country, and there wasted his substance with riotous living.  And when he had spent all, there arose a mighty famine in that land, and he began to be in want.  And he went and joined himself to a citizen of that country; and he sent him into the fields to feed swine.  And he would fain have filled his belly with the husks that the swine did eat and no man gave unto him.  And when he came to himself, he said: How many hired servants of my father’s have bread enough and to spare, and I perish with hunger!  I will arise and go my father, and will say unto him, I have sinned against heaven, and before thee, and am no more worthy to be called thy son: make me as one of thy hired servants.  And he arose, and came to his father.  But when he was yet a great way off, his father saw him, and had compassion, and ran, and fell on his neck, and kissed him.  And the son said unto him, Father I have sinned against heaven, and in thy sight, and am no more worthy to be called thy son.  But the father said to his servants: Bring forth the best robe, and put it on him; and put a ring on his hand; and shoes on his feet; and bring hither the fatted calf, and kill it; and let us eat, and be merry.  For this my son was dead, and is alive again; he was lost, and is found.  And they began to be merry [St Luke 15:11-24].

Jesus’ description of the father’s response to the son’s return, teaches several important truths: [1]  GOD has compassion for the lost, because of their sorrowful condition;  [2] GOD’S love for them is so great that He never ceases to grieve over them and to wait for their return;  [3]  When a sinner sincerely turns to GOD, GOD is more than ready to receive him with forgiveness, love, compassion, grace, and the full rights of sonship,.  

The benefits of the Word of God is available to all who will seek GOD, it is for your children before they get into trouble, and when they get into trouble; it is there for all the troubles in the world; it was there at the beginning, and it will be there at the end. Use it. GOD bless you.
